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PASTORôS CORNER 
 

 HOW DO I GET TO BE A MEMBER OF PARISH CO UNCIL? 
Parish Council has become a very important part of the structure of any parish. Its purpose is to formulate parish 

policy, foster good communication, and provide leadership by clarifying parish vision, establishing goals, and 

witnessing the gospel message in the larger community and the world. Our SJV Parish Council is comprised of 13 

members: the two parish priests and two trustees are ex-officio members, there are three officers chosen from among 

the membership, and six members sent to council, one each from the six standing committees. 
 

In the past there were nominations for Parish Council from the parish at large and then a discernment among the 

nominees themselves to determine who would be seated. I have found that it works better to have nominations for 

members to the six standing committees and then after one year of service on a committee, a person becomes eligible 

to be discerned to the Parish Council. I believe it is the committees who really determine the direction of the parish in their specific area. 

The committee is then represented on the Parish Council, which listens to what work is being accomplished and monitors the committee 

to see that what it is accomplishing fits into the overall vision and mission of the parish. The Parish Council also approves and monitors 

the parish budget which, of course, impacts the work of each committee as well. So when a parishioner serves on a committee first, he or 

she comes to the Parish Council table with some experience of parish life and can be a much more effective councilor. 
 

Beginning today and over the next several weekends you will be hearing explanations of the work of the six standing committees: 

Christian Formation, Human Concerns, Administrative Services/Finance, Prayer and Worship, School, and Stewardship. As you listen to 

the description, ask yourself if you are being called to join or whom you could recommend. Then on the weekend of March 20 and 21, 

nomination forms will be passed out to accept your nominations. Those nominated by self or someone else will be notified of their 

nomination by letter and invited to the next meeting of the committee which will be on Common Leadership Night April 12. If after 

attending that meeting the nominee accepts the nomination, he or she is welcome to attend the May and June meetings as well and then 

to become a full member of the committee on July 1 according to the guidelines of each committee. In the event there are too many 

nominees interested in the committee, a discernment will be held at the May meeting. In June the committee will discern a one year 

veteran to serve a one year term on Parish Council and after that meeting, the new members are official. 
 

No system is perfect, of course, and while I really like this method, I understand that some who want to serve on Parish Council donôt 

want to first serve a year on a committee. However, that one drawback is not strong enough to counteract the benefit for the Parish 

Council itself and thus the parish as a whole. This method strengthens the committees and really challenges them to be productive. 
 

We have not yet written this process in stone and so it is open to adaptation or even elimination after a trial period, but if i t seems to 

work well for SJV, the Parish Council will then rewrite our Constitution and By-Laws to comply and send them to the Archdiocese for 

final approval. 
 

Listen carefully, consider a commitment, or encourage someone else. Participate in the process. This is your parish, and it cannot operate 

without your interest.

PARISH TRUSTEE ELECTION 

The term of office for our trustee treasurer, Greg Van Winkle, 

expires this June 30. That means an election for a new trustee is 

necessary. The election will take place on Nomination Sunday for 

parish committee membership which is March 20 and 21. 
 

Since the trustee is part of the corporate structure of the parish as 

well as a parish council member, he or she may not be discerned, 

but must follow state law in being elected. That includes the fact 

that the pastor can nominate a candidate. Additional candidates 

may be nominated in writing with the signatures of ten or more 

parish members who support the nomination. Those nomination 

forms are available at the parish office. If two weeks before 

election weekend, namely by the weekend of March 6 and 7, 

there are no other nominees, the pastorôs nominee is declared 

elected. 
 

Fr. Knippel has appointed the Selection Committee of the parish 

council as the election committee to receive nominations and 

supervise and carry out the trustee election. The chair is Cheryl 

Zima. Nominations may be submitted to her through the parish 

office. 
 

Fr. Knippel has nominated Mike Cekanor as trustee treasurer for a 

two year term. Mike and his wife, JoAnn, have been parish 

members since 1994. They have two sons, Matthew and Kevin. 

Mike is Senior Vice President at Machinery Systems, Inc., 

responsible for the companyôs new machine tool sales and 

support team in Wisconsin. Mike is completing his third year on 

the parish council, currently serving as the parish council 

chairman. In previous years, Mike has served as parish council 

vice chair and as parish council liaison to the Stewardship 

Committee, Buildings and Grounds Committee and liaison to the 

School Board. Mike has also been active with the Parish Planning 

Team, assisting in the development of the parishôs five year 

strategic plan. Mike and his wife have also served in the baptism 

preparation program, serving both as Baptism conference leaders 

and Baptism greeters.
