BUDGET APPROVED FOR 2010-2011
This past Monday the Parish Council approved a budget for our parish and school that will begih lugyal
balanced budget at $4,285,503. | am grateful for the good work of our accountant Kathy Heyrman, wh
took the time to ask some hard questions and see to some of the detail behind the numbers, and to Jin
who worked closely with me on an almost daily basis over the past month to get the job done this soon. |
grateful for the wisdom of the Administrative Services/Finance committee, which discussed the numbers &
their meetings and through manymail exchanges.

There are several presumptions you should be aware of in the budget.

e As aresult of your stewardship pledges and with a look at the history of giving over the past few years, we have s#iutien
income at $2,130,000. This is $60,000 less than the current budget.

e We will increase tuition by 7.5%. That means a first or only child would pay $2,714. It costs us about $4,500 to edufzatdrg
our school. This decision is based on the fact that the parish as a whole sees the school as vital and will contintiéttd bigj
also presumes an enrollment of 512 for next year.

e The Home and School will be asked to contribute $60,000 to the operating budget. They are currently voting on this.

o All employees of the parish will receive a pay for performance raise based on a 1.5% increase in the pool of moneyaa
salaries, and the faculty will receive a 1.5% raise across the board.

e We have projected a health insurance increase of 5%.

e We have again included $20,000 for capital expenditures in the budget, which was eliminated in our current budget.t
years this number has been as high as $275,000 and $800,000.
