 BEFORE I TAKE VACATI ON 
Starting Saturday, July 24, I will be on vacation. I had to split up the two weeks this year so I can attend a two 

day seminar on the new Missal sponsored by the Federation of Diocesan Liturgical Commissions on Thursday 

and Friday, August 5 & 6. So, Iôll be back August 2 and then take off again from August 9 ï 13. Thatôs fine 

with me since I planned a ñstaycationò anyway. So here today before I take a break I have some loose ends to 

address. 

 

First of all let me report on our parish festival. Thanks so much to all of you who gave of your time and energy 

to make our festival a total success once again. The weather cooperated with us this year, and with the sponsor 

gifts and the raffle, as well as the food and games, we grossed $233,000 which passed our former best of 

$217,000. So in many ways it was the best festival ever. Thanks a million to Bob Carver, Tom Yoss, and Bob 

Wilcox for heading it up and seeing that it ran very smoothly. The winner of the raffle was our own parishioner 

Dawn Amann, who chose the cash payout of $30,000. 

 

I received one call this past week regarding Fr. Len Van Vlaenderenôs sentencing. The person was aware that no one representing SJV 

appeared in court and wondered why. Certainly we were welcome to appear and make a statement of some sort. In fact, I received a call 

from the DAôs office the day before making certain we were aware of the date and wondering if someone would appear. Since Iôve been 

pastor here, the majority advice to me was not to dwell on the situation any longer, and I agree with that. Itôs time to move on. We 

received our settlement from the insurance company of $120,000 last year after the audit and with that decided that we would not enter 

into the matter any further. The Brookfield Police did step in and ask some further questions and, of course, we cooperated with them. In 

the end the Waukesha DA charged Father with the theft of $9,300 that was attained through the manipulation of his professional 

allowance. Thatôs why I wrote an article a few weeks ago about how a priest gets paid. Since then the Archdiocese has tightened up the 

professional allowance for priests considerably so that it canôt happen again. It is also now mandatory that each parish have an outside 

auditor come in to look over the books every year. Father Len was sentenced to 100 days in the county work release jail. Letôs all 

continue to pray for Fr. Len as he continues his struggles and himself continues to put this part of his journey behind him. It would be 

wonderful to see him back at his priestly duties in some way in the future. 

 

At the beginning of this article I mentioned the new Missal. It is on its way for sure and will very likely be introduced to us on 

November 27, 2011, the First Sunday of Advent. That means we have almost a year and a half to prepare for it, and I promise we will 

provide a thorough explanation and catechesis as the months go by.
